
 Splash On Wheels 
Outline and Questionnaire for Interested Host Schools 

 
 

Splash On Wheels is a program run by the MIT Educational Studies Program at a high school in or near the 
greater Boston area.  The program gives students the opportunity to explore fun and interesting topics that 
ǘƘŜȅ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƴŜŎŜǎǎŀǊƛƭȅ ǎǘǳŘȅ ƛƴ ǎŎƘƻƻƭΣ leaving them excited and inspired about learning.

Splash On Wheels was established in January 2006, and has since run successfully at locations such as 
Fitchburg High School and Hudson High School.  It takes place over the course of one Saturday or Sunday 
during late January or early February.  In past years, the program has recruited between 150 and 300 
students, drawing from both the host high school and nearby schools. 

 

From our end, Splash On Wheels is strictly a volunteer program run by current and former MIT students.  
This gives the program a comfortable and encouraging atmosphere that many students find invaluable.  
However, it means that we need help to run this program!  We are looking to partner with local high schools 
who will serve as hosts for Splash On Wheels events during the coming academic year. 
 
 
 

Typical Schedule: 
 

7:30am Splash On Wheels director and early volunteers arrive to set up.  School doors open. 
8:00am Students arrive and sign in.  On-site registration for classes. 
8:30am - 10:00am Class Block 1 
10:00am - 12:00pm Class Block 2 
12:00pm - 12:30pm Lunch 
12:30pm - 2:30pm Class Block 3 
2:30pm Parents pick up children. 
3:00pm - 3:15pm Clean-up, wrap-up.  Last Splash On Wheels volunteers leave. 
 
 

During each class block there are several different classes available.  Students sign up for the classes they 
want to take, either in advance online or when they arrive at the school on the morning of the event.  Upon 
checking in, they receive a printed copy of their schedule with room numbers for each of their classes, and a 
map of the building where the classes are taking place. 
 

In the past, we have charged a $10 registration fee per student for the program to cover costs incurred by us 
and the host school.  If students have monetary concerns, they can request fee waivers (which we generally 
approve).  We also like to provide lunch as part of the program.  We cŀƴΩǘ ōǊƛƴƎ ŦƻƻŘ ŦƻǊ олл ǿƛǘƘ ǳǎΣ so we 
need to coordinate with the Splash On Wheels host school.  Ideally, the school should have a working 
cafeteria. 
 

We expect to have to visit your school in person once or twice before the program runs, to work out details 
ŀƴŘ ǎǳŎƘΦ  ²ŜΩǊŜ ŀƭǎƻ ƎƭŀŘ ǘƻ ǘŀlk with students at your school to promote the program.  We advertise 
Splash On Wheels to students by sending out fliers and e-mails to students who have registered on our 
website in the past, and by contacting administrators at other nearby schools and asking them to tell their 
students about this program.
