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This class is designed for students who have a keen interest in biology and especially biochemistry. In this class we go into a great detail about the building blocks of life, mostly focusing on proteins and nucleic acids. We’ll talk about levels of protein structure, protein function, enzymes, DNA/RNA, replication, transcription and translation. Some previous knowledge of biology is assumed. This class is ideal for students who have taken or are enrolled in AP or IB Biology.
